Course Description:

Leadership is not just an elective class: it’s an opportunity for personal growth, community involvement and school improvement. It’s a way to leave a positive, lasting legacy at PHS. Leadership responsibilities a class will consist of: 
1. Ensuring a representative and inclusive Student Advisory Council.  

2. Planning and executing school functions and activities 
3. Development of Leadership Skills 
4. Team Building and Collaboration Skills 
5. Improvement of Writing, Speaking, Social, and Organization Skills 
6. Successfully plan and maintain engaging, student-centered events and activities at PHS Promote a school-wide spirit of harmony, pride and cooperation 
7. Strengthen student character, success and community involvement among students at PHS 
Rationale for the Course:
This course is focused on learning, and demonstrating leadership to and for Paradise High School.  We will learn leadership in a variety of methods, including speakers, research and hands-on experience.  This course will:

A. Give students an understanding of the types of leadership and what model best works in the PHS environment.  
B. Give students opportunities to learn leadership and organization skills within the context of groups formed to plan and execute activities and events.

C. Give the PHS community a student group that leads the school with integrity and understanding, which will promote a school wide harmony, pride and cooperation.
