This course emphasizes the necessary skills that will provide the students with an understanding of artistic perception, creative expression, historical and cultural context(s); aesthetic valuing and connections, relations, applications of the Visual arts. Learning the tools, techniques, materials and application of what is learned in other art forms, subject areas and careers. The art elements and principles of design serve as a foundation for each unit covered. Selected historical or cultural contexts will be applied with attention to analysis, interpretation, and judgment of student work as well as appreciation of art works from other cultures and times.

The cover sheet has 7 items to be completed:   1- Name, period and date  2- Title of Assignment  3- Rubric score    4- Rationale for this score    5-  Student’s favorite of this project    6- What the student did not like about this project     7-Student approval to display the artwork
